3. What has happened to the UK economic growth over the last 30 years?
4. Why do some countries grow quicker than others?
5. Identify countries that have enjoyed higher than average growth rate and find out why they have enjoyed such high growth rates.

6. What factors can restrict a country’s economic growth.
