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Working with others, your task is to investigate the properties and uses of a group of elements and produce a joint presentation on your chosen group.

Choose a group of elements that are linked in some way so there is a common theme to the project.

The final presentation can be in the form of an information booklet, poster or PowerPoint presentation.
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Whatever method you choose, it should be as attractive and informative as possible with the same style and content for each element investigated.

The first task is to plan which elements you are going to research, the theme linking the elements and what information you want to include in the presentation.
Possible types of information to research for each element include:

· Name, atomic number and symbol.

· Position in periodic table.

· Whether it is a metal or non-metal.

· Description of appearance (including a drawing or photograph).

· Melting point and boiling point.

· State at room temperature.

· Properties of conduction of heat and electricity.

· Properties of strength, flexibility, brittleness.

· Any hazards associated with use of the element.

· Main uses and importance.

· Amount used each year and cost.

· Years of supply left or if unlimited supplies are available.
