	1 Question: Describe one property difference between metals and non-metals.
Answer: Most metals are brittle so they don’t bend. Non-metals are usually ‘bendy’.




	2 Question: Why is copper used in water pipes instead of other metals like iron or zinc?

Answer: Copper is used because it is cheaper than iron or zinc. 




	3 Question: Why are some metals used to make mirror surfaces?

Answer: Metals are used for mirrors because they are good conductors of electricity.



	4 Question: Name four substances that are good conductors of electricity.

Answer: Aluminium, copper, glass and wood.




	5 Question: Why do steel ropes used to hold up flagpoles need to be flexible?

Answer: Because they need to be able to hold heavy weights without breaking.




	6 Question: State a property that describes something that all metals do?

Answer: All metals react with air when heated.




	7 Question: What makes aluminium more suitable than iron for making aircraft bodies?

Answer: Aluminium is stronger than iron.




	8 Question: Why is copper often used to make bases on cooking pots?

Answer: Copper is used as it is a good insulator of heat.
